Alex Martinez- Workers Comp Status 

This is a status report regarding the workers comp injury on Mr. Alex Martinez and also requesting some 
direction from the Commissioners in regards to his continued employment. Mr. Martinez was hurt back 
in December, 2017. Workers Compensation did advise us they would only cover the injury from• the 
impact of the accident, anything else, (i.e., old injuries or illnesses are not covered). 

Mr. Martinez has been seen by a doctor recommended by Workers Comp. and he is possibly scheduled 
for surgery due to the injuries he sustained. We have not been sent any definite date. In accordande to 
policy, workers compand FMLA run concurrently so he has exhausted the FMLA leave. I 

I will be sending a letter to let him know his FMLA coverage has ended. I reached out to TAC and the 
County has the option to wait six (6) months and make a decision on termination due to the fact that he 
has no job protection since FMLA has ended and at the six-month period it becomes an economic hardship 
for the County. Workers Comp. will not be impacted. 

Thus far, we currently have only received one (1) applicant for the temporary position posted . I wip be 
conducting a driver's license check through DPS as requested by Mr. Cerny. At this point, we need to look 
to the future operation of the Health Department and possibly add an additional full-time person to help 
with the inspections and other duties that Mr. Martinez was responsible for.
